Even though the club was closed this year due to the corona virus, we still have monthly and annual expenses that need to be met. There are many small expenses but these are the main ones.
Insurance $13,700 (reduced because PSA did not operate)
Town taxes $4,163
Driveway maintenance $2,290
Eversource /Verizon $1,370
Yearbook publishing/mailing $1,877
Dock rub rail for middle dock $440
Improvements were made to large lockers and clubhouse trim $194
Miscellaneous (annual fees, postage, admin supplies, website maintenance, boat maintenance, etc.)

In 2016 a Capital Reserve Fund was established to systematically accumulate monies to be used solely for capital improvements, major repairs, replacements and emergencies. This year monies were used to:
