Race Notice and Sailing Instructions 

Participants:	Open to all PYC members, Senior and Junior, sailing small Daysailers having a Portsmouth HC Rating.   
Registration:	Skippers must register by May 11, 2022, providing: Skipper name, Crew Name, Boat Class, Class ID number, color of hull  and Portsmouth HC Rating.
	Spinnakers are allowed for all boats holding such a Portsmouth rating.   SKIPPERS MUST DECLARE specifically if sailing spinnaker or non-spinnaker when registering for the race. If not designated, such boats will be timed under their “Spinnaker HC Rating” for scoring purposes.

Skippers Meeting  :     There will be a brief Skippers Meeting at 09:30 at the PYC clubhouse.  This meeting will review signal flags and the start procedure.

Conditions:	The Racing  Rules of Sailing, 2021-2024, will be in effect.                               
                                      
Starting Line:              A line between the Race Committee boat, showing an Orange “Line Flag” from the Race Committee boat and an Orange Buoy. The lines length will be 1.5 times the number of Scows. Boats are to follow the Race Committee boat to starting line location.
[bookmark: _Hlk100072591]Starting Sequence:   The Race will start at 11:00 hours. (11 a.m.) The “3 Minute Horn” Starting Sequence will be initiated unless the AP postponement flag is raised (2 horns). The lowering of the AP flag (1 horn) provides a one-minute warning before the starting sequence begins.
                                         This a handicap race.  For safety there will be two Classes starting: 
		Class 1:  MC Scows.                                                                                                      Class 2:  All boats racing except MC Scows
                                        Class 1 will start first.   Class 2 starting sequence will start two minutes after the Class 1 start.  The difference in start times will be computed during scoring after the race.  See last page for chart of Starting Sequence.
	INDIVIDUAL RECALLS will be announced by voice hail, a single horn and posting the “X” flag (Blue cross on white field).  Boats called over the line must circle around either end of the starting line to start the race. 
		GENERAL RECALL:  A general recall will be declared if a large portion of the boats in the class are over the starting line. It will be announced by five short horn blasts horn and posting of the “First Substitute” pennant (Yellow with blue bordered triangle).  All boats are to return to the start side of the line.  When all boats are on the start side of the line the First Substitute will be lowered and a new warning signal will be made one minute later.  A second general recall terminates the class for day.

Course:	- From Start Line
                                             -  Down River to Nun #R28.
                                          - Thence, up river, NOT passing through the Starting Line,
    to round an orange buoy anchored East, South East of    
   “Can #C33”,
 -Thence, down river to Finish at the “Finish” Line.
 -All marks are to be left to PORT.


  Finish:	A line between a Race Committee Flag and additional blue flag on the North Piling of the North Dock at PYC and an Orange Buoy set East of the North Dock.
	The Finish Line is an obstacle of the course except when the boat is finishing.


Altered Course:	The Race Committee may alter course based on wind, current, tide and pleasure boat traffic on the river.

                                         Reverse Course – the Race Committee may announce a reverse course. A reverse course will be announced by the Race Committee as soon as determined by announcement from the club house, VHF call and /or posting of the “Q” (Quebec) flag from the Race Committee boat.  

                                        Shortened Courses – Race can be shortened at any mark or at the start Line, prior to the first boat crossing such point, at the discretion of the        Race Committee. Flag “S” (Sierra) (a blue square in a white field) will be flown.

Scoring:	For the Commodore’s Trophy, all boats will be scored, regardless of class, based on their corrected times calculated using their U.S. Sailing Portsmouth System handicap rating.

Protests:	Rule 44.1 is in effect. A boat shall be exonerated by a (2) turn penalty for an infraction of a Part 2 rule, and by a (1) turn penalty, when breaking Rule 31. (touching a mark), except as stated in this rule.

A protesting skipper must hail the offending boat immediately and notify the Race Committee within 30 minutes of finishing the race.

Time Limit:		The first boat must finish by 1300 hrs. for the Race to be considered completed, unless modified by the RC prior to the start sequence, and all boats must finish prior to 1600 hrs. to be scored.

Awards:	An Awards Ceremony will be held at the Commissioning Party, sometime after 1700 HRS. Please make arrangements to have your award received as they will not be mailed.
